IMPORTANT NOTES ABOUT CLASSES  

• Please note there are classes for Sr (Senior) and Jr (Junior) divisions.  In the WNYDA CHALLENGE SERIES of Shows, a junior is age 21 and 
under and Senior is over 21 years of age.  Please note Jr or Sr on your entry form. 

• All classes will be run in order of progression with no exceptions. 

• Sport Horse Class will run on Triangle, the Introductory classes may be run in a small arena, all others will be in a standard size arena. 
 

ENTRIES  

• Please use the WNYDA CHALLENGE SERIES ENTRY FORM included in this Omnibus. 

• Classes are $18.00 each.  Make entry checks payable to B.B.E.C.  Non-WNYDA members must pay a $10.00 non-member fee.  The non 
membership check must be made payable to WNYDA and must accompany the check for the class fees.   Mail check(s), entry forms, and 

copies of a 2009/2010 Negative Coggins, current Rabies, & copy of WNYDA Membership Card to the Secretary. 

• Please enclose a self-addressed envelope or email address for ride times. 
 

AWARDS  

Each class will have six ribbons per class. A Champion and Reserve ribbon will given for the entries across classes 1-8 & 11.  Rider scores for 
classes 1-8 may count toward Year End WNYDA Challenge Series Awards if the rider is a current WNYDA member at the time the scores are 
earned. Minimum score requirements and 8 volunteer hours are necessary to qualify for the year-end awards.  Sport Horse Classes do not count 

towards WNYDA year end awards. 
 

FOOTING, ARENAS AND STABLING 

• All Under Saddle tests and Sport Horse classes will be in large outdoor sand ring.  If weather is severe, we will move classes to the Indoor 
Arena and the small ring will be used for all classes.          Warm-up:   One small outdoor sand ring and Indoor arena. 

• Very limited stabling is available. Stalls will be $20/day or $25/night before and day of show. Please include stall fee & request with entry.   
 

ATTIRE  

Attire is casual.    Riders - breeches and shirts w/collar in conservative colors are required.  Sport Horse Handlers – Dress pants and comfortable 

shoes or sneakers w/ nice shirt.    Boots & ASTM helmets required whenever mounted. 
 

DIRECTIONS  

From Route 17 (East or West):  Take exit # 15 for School House Road.  Turn North onto School House Road and go to the “T” intersection.  (it’s 
only a couple 100 of feet).  At the “T” intersection, turn left onto Route 394.  Take Route 394 towards Kennedy for 3.1 miles to Route 62.  Turn right 
onto Route 62 and go 4 miles.  This will bring you into Ellington.  At the 4 way stop (in Ellington) turn left.  Go up the hill 0.9 miles to 28 Creek 
Road.  Turn left onto 28 Creek Road and go 1 mile.  B.B.E.C is on the left hand side of the road. 
From Route 60 going south from Fredonia:  Go to the 4 way stop in Gerry.  Turn left onto Gerry-Ellington Road.  Proceed 7.6 miles to 28 Creek 
Road.  Turn right onto 28 Creek Road and go 1 mile.  B.B.E.C is on the left hand side of the road. 
From Route 60 going north from Jamestown:  At the 4 way stop in Gerry go straight onto Gerry-Ellington Road. Proceed 7.6 miles to 28 Creek 
Road.  Turn right onto 28 Creek Road and go 1 mile.  B.B.E.C is on the left hand side of the road. 
From Route 62 going south from Buffalo area:  Take Route 62 south until you come into Ellington.  At the 4 way stop, proceed straight ahead.  Go 
up the hill 0.9 miles to 28 Creek Road.  Turn left onto 28 Creek Road and go 1 mile.  B.B.E.C is on the left hand side of the road.
